As you come to the altar rail,
you may stand or kneel as you are able, and the minister will place
bread, the body of Christ, in your hand. If you are in need of a gluten
free host, please let the minister know. If you prefer not to receive the
Communion elements, Jesus still invites you into His Holy Communion;
at the altar rail you may fold your arms, and the minister will pray
with and bless you.

!Listen to me, O coastlands; pay attention, you peoples from far
away! The LorD called me before | was born; while | was in my
mother’s womb he named me. 2He made my mouth like a sharp
sword; in the shadow of his hand he hid me; he made me a polished
arrow; in his quiver he hid me away. 3 And he said to me, “You are my
servant, Israel, in whom | will be glorified.” 4 But | said, “I have labored
in vain; | have spent my strength for nothing and vanity; yet surely my
cause is with the Lorb and my reward with my God.”

> And now the LoRrD says, who formed me in the womb to be his
